
 Delta Cad  macro  "create_closed_shape-1.bas"

 This macro converts up to 1,000 lines / line segments into a closed shape.  The companion macro “create_line_segs_from_arcs-1” can be used first to convert arcs to lines before creating the closed shape. 

His macro is used to avoid the tedious tasks of selecting an arbitrary number of points, effectively tracing the original geometry to create closed shapes for cross hatching, etc.  In addition it creates very accurate approximations of the original geometry since it uses the actual point coordinates from the lines to create the shape. 

 Input – selected lines / line segments that represent a closed shape.

 Output – closed shape

Note:  the macro has  some nice features that avoid some of the most common problems creating the closed shape.  Specifically it will check for duplicate lines and ignore duplicates.  In addition it will line endpoint match within a tolerance of + or minus .002 inches which accommodates round off issues from line extensions, filleting, etc.

The following steps show how to use the “create_closed_shape-1 ” macro.

Step1:  Select a closed shape consisting of lines / line segments such as the one shown below

Step2:  Select Options ( Macro ( Run  -- run  “create_closed_shape-1” macro

Result:  Closed shape created as shown below with cross hatching pattern turned on.  Note how clean and accurate the cross hatching shape / pattern is
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
